The overall revamping of the two-storey res-
idence in Palaio Psychiko has been a com-
plex and demanding project. In the building's
external geometry you can clearly see the
modern additions of entrance shelters and
outdoor sitting areas, through discreet ma-
terials and big contrasts of colors and
forms. Behind the typical entrance with
dark-colored coating and the wooden door,
the staircase leaps out leading to the resi-
dence entrance.

Ascending towards the entrance gradually
unveils to visitors the features of the project’s
modern architectural identity, with the co-ex-
istence of the initial construction alongside
the new elements. The harmonious co-exis-
tence of natural materials, such as stone,
wood and granite with materials of modern
construction technology, i.e iron sheet, crys-
tal, aluminium determine the overall aesthet-
ics.Inside the residence, the ground floor
consists of two distinct units of spaces, the
‘private’ and the ‘social’ one. The staircase is
a central element in the residence and dom-
inates in the reception area. Designed as a
* spiral line developing in the space, two par-

allel geometries, one wooden and one white
coiling up, are interconnecting the two levels
of the residence. The form of the staircase
bestows upon the space an aura of move-
ment and theatricity, while offering in parallel
a balance in the building's morfology and
materials.

The background behind the central staircase
is the two-storey library, a unifying element
of the two residence levels and on both of its
sides; large sliding partitions ensure the pos-
sibility to connect or isolate the individual
units in the residence.

Emphasis was placed on design when han-
dling the sense of visual ‘flee sensation’ and
the visual correlation between the indoor and
outdoor spaces in order to lavishly unveil the
fully green surrounding area and the swim-
ming pool inside the residence. Both aes-
thetically and functionally, the design of

openings adds a goodwill in each spatial unit.On
the first floor develops the family's private life
where three children's rooms and the master
bedroom are located; all of them with en suite
bathrooms for functional autonomy. The bed-
rooms are structured around a common sitting
area, with access to the big terrace above the
residence's entrance.

A multifunctional area is configured on the base-
ment for the family's entertainment and rest,
while around this area auxiliary uses are delim-
ited, such as guesthouse, warehouses, laundry
room and a secondary entrance to the residence
with access via the sheltered parking.The out-

door spaces design sought to maximize the use
by the family and its function as an active land-
scape and integral part of the experience of the
individual indoor areas.In particular, the delimita-
tion of the swimming pool in direct visual and
functional contact with the daily sitting area adds
goodwill with an increasing significance for the
residence’s daily life.
