The residential development faces the park of Kifissia, in north Athens. The site is a transitory area between
multistory buildings, tile-roofed early 20th-century suburban villas, and lush, Mediterranean nature with pine and
plane trees. Blending into its setting, the project introduces curved geometries where the building approaches na-
ture, remaining rectilinear on the urban front and in its functional core.

The four-level building includes three apartments and a small rooftop studio. The garden and ample balconies
provide privacy, opening multiple indoor and outdoor vistas. The shape and skin of the building reconcile natural and
artificial elements, featuring extensive wooden claddings, tactile surface coverings, and abundant vegetation. A tree
penetrates the curvature of the upper slab, highlighting the creative joining of building and nature. me=
