The residence was designed for a modern family of four and develops in two levels,
consisting of two distinct volumes that slide between each other. The architectural
design employs various scenographic tools to connect the living experience inside the
house with the outdoor garden space in multiple ways. Carefully designed paths, and
large frames that direct the view, create a protected living space, closely related to
the area's rural environment.

A key desire of the owners and design direction was that their daily life should be
characterized by a sense of transparency, with direct access to the garden and
unobstructed views from the interior. At the same time, managing privacy and the
visual relationship of the residence with the adjacent road was an important design
parameter. Access from the road for pedestrians and vehicles is integrated into the
dark metal fencing and discreetly marked, defining the main route to the central
entrance, which is reached via steps. Meanwhile, the house turns its gaze away from
the road, with the characteristic lack of openings protecting its privacy. On the other
hand, large openings unify visually and functionally the interior of the residence with
the exterior space of the garden and surrounding area. In this way the experience of
the surrounding environment and nature is highlighted as dominant living conditions.
The trapezoidal shape of the plot guided the shaping the building into two main
volumes. These volumes slightly slide between each other, defining the two levels that
house the functions of the residence, while a secondary volume on the ground floor
accommodates the garage. The ground floor volume, almost in direct contact with
the ground, features large openings, creating a sense of transparency and immediate
relation with the garden. It includes functions related to the family's social life and
access to the upper floor. The entrance leads to an open area of the dining room,
kitchen, and living room, with auxiliary functions and the staircase to the upper floor
forming the core of the floor plan. On this level there is also a secondary access from
the parking space, and a gym.

The upper floor volume, where the private spaces of the residence and a second-
ary, protected living room are located, is a volume in white tones that slightly slides,
almost as if hovering above the darker ground floor volume that acts as its base.
Finally, special attention was given to the garden's design, which becomes an integral
part of daily life.
